
 

Spiritual Influencers Rely Upon God’s Word (2 Timothy 3:15-17) 

…and that from childhood you have known the sacred writings which are 

able to give you the wisdom that leads to salvation through faith which is 

in Christ Jesus. 16 All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for 

teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness; 17 so 

that the man of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work. 

 

1. Spiritual Influencers Understand the Nature of the Word 

…the sacred writings which are able to give you the wisdom that leads 

to salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. 16 All Scripture is inspired 

by God and profitable… 

 

1 Corinthians 2:10-13 

10 For to us God revealed them through the Spirit; for the Spirit searches all 

things, even the depths of God. 11 For who among men knows 

the thoughts of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so 

the thoughts of God no one knows except the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have 

received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, so that 



we may know the things freely given to us by God, 13 which things we also 

speak, not in words taught by human wisdom, but in those taught by the 

Spirit, combining spiritual thoughts with spiritual words. 

2 Peter 1:20-21 

20 But know this first of all, that no prophecy of Scripture is a matter of one’s 

own interpretation, 21 for no prophecy was ever made by an act of human 

will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God. 

Isaiah 55:10-11 

“For as the rain and the snow come down from heaven, 

And do not return there without watering the earth 

And making it bear and sprout, 

And furnishing seed to the sower and bread to the eater; 
11 So will My word be which goes forth from My mouth; 

It will not return to Me empty, 

Without accomplishing what I desire, 

And without succeeding in the matter for which I sent it. 

 

2. Spiritual Influencers are Changed by the Word 

16 All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for 

correction, for training in righteousness; 17 so that the man of God may be 

adequate, equipped for every good work. 

 

1) Scripture Teaches us 

Example of Matthew 5:14-16 

14 “You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be hidden; 15 nor 

does anyone light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on the lampstand, 

and it gives light to all who are in the house. 16 Let your light shine before 

men in such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your 

Father who is in heaven. 

 

2) Scripture Reproves us 



Example of 1 Peter 13-16 

13 Therefore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix 

your hope completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of 

Jesus Christ. 14 As obedient children, do not be conformed to the former 

lusts which were yours in your ignorance, 15 but like the Holy One who 

called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior; 16 because it is 

written, “YOU SHALL BE HOLY, FOR I AM HOLY.” 

3) Scripture Corrects us 

Example of James 1:21-25 

21 Therefore, putting aside all filthiness and all that remains of wickedness, 

in humility receive the word implanted, which is able to save your 

souls. 22 But prove yourselves doers of the word, and not merely hearers 

who delude themselves. 23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a 

doer, he is like a man who looks at his natural face in a 

mirror; 24 for once he has looked at himself and gone away, he has 

immediately forgotten what kind of person he was. 25 But one who looks 

intently at the perfect law, the law of liberty, and abides by it, not having 

become a forgetful hearer but an effectual doer, this man will be blessed 

in what he does. 

 

4) Scripture Trains us in righteousness 

Example John 8:30-31 

31 So Jesus was saying to those Jews who had believed Him, “If you abide 

in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine; 32 and you will know the 

truth, and the truth will make you free.” 

5) Scripture Equips us for every good work 

Example of Colossians 4:2-6 

2 Devote yourselves to prayer, keeping alert in it with an attitude 
of thanksgiving; 3 praying at the same time for us as well, that God will open 
up to us a door for the word, so that we may speak forth the mystery of 
Christ, for which I have also been imprisoned; 4 that I may make it clear in 
the way I ought to speak.5 Conduct yourselves with wisdom 



toward outsiders, making the most of the opportunity. 6 Let your speech 
always be with grace, as though seasoned with salt, so that you will know 

how you should respond to each person.
